Riser - The vertical component of a
step which along with the stringers,
supports the treads.

Stair Bracket - Decorative member that is
mitered to the riser and fastened over the

open stringer.

Scotia Moulding - Moulding used
under an Oak tread where the face
of the riser meets the lower face of
the tread nosing.
